2 His disciples asked him, ‘Rabbi, who
sinned, this man or his parents, that he was born
blind?’ * Jesus answered, ‘Neither this man nor
his parents sinned; he was born blind so that
God’s works might be revealed in him. * We
must work the works of him who sent me while it
is day; night is coming when no one can
work. ® As long as | am in the world, | am the
light of the world.” ® When he had said this, he
spat on the ground and made mud with the
saliva and spread the mud on the man’s
eyes, 7 saying to him, ‘Go, wash in the pool of
Siloam’ (which means Sent). Then he went and
washed and came back able to see. & The
neighbours and those who had seen him before
as a beggar began to ask, ‘Is this not the man
who used to sit and beg?’ ® Some were saying,
‘It is he.”

‘What do you say about him? It was your eyes
he opened.’ He said, ‘He is a prophet.’ '® The
Jews did not believe that he had been blind and
had received his sight until they called the
parents of the man who had received his
sight '® and asked them, ‘Is this your son, who
you say was born blind? How then does he now
see?’ ©" His parents answered, ‘We know that




this is our son, and that he was born blind; 2! but
we do not know how it is that now he sees, nor do
we know who opened his eyes.

Hello Dear Friends

| pray that you are enjoying the Autumn weather and
ur Lenten journey. This Sunday is the fourth in Lent
nd Mothering Sunday. We are encouraged to pray
or our cathedral as our Mother Church today, as
well as our mothers.

Loving God,

On this day of celebrating your love, we lift to you
those who have given us life, those who have loved
us, those who have blessed us, and those who have

taught us - our mothers.

May your blessing pour out upon the woman who
give us birth, and to those beautiful, strong women
of faith who have been mothers to us along our
Jjourney.

We praise you, O God, for your gift of motherly love,
both gentle and fierce, both strong and humble, both
kind and true.

Where we have been so blessed, we give our
grateful praise, for you have provided loving hands
that have worked so hard in raising us, cared
enough to correct us, blessed us in ways we cannot
have fully known as children.

We call forth your compassion upon every mother
who has unknowingly caused pain and suffering.
And so we lift to you our mothers, so imperfect, also
so wounded by this world.

We lift to you the heart of every mother who has
watched a child die from hunger or been the victim
of abuse. We lift to you the prayer of every mother
who has ever loved and lost.

We give thanks for our mothers. Amen

Our sentence today gives us the promise of light.

e pray to live in truth and goodness. Our Old
estament reading sees Samuel being sent to
Bethlehem, to meet Jesse and David the shepherd
is anointed. The Psalm today is the 23rd - perhaps
he most well-known Psalm of all - The Lord is my
Shepherd!!! A psalm of David, and of confidence in
God’s grace and care. Paul writes to the Ephesians,
elling them they are children of light - they are to
live in the light - he warns against several sins.

In the Gospel story Jesus gives the gift of sight to a
man born blind - we hear of the result of this miracle
nd the consequences for many. Since many of us
have not experienced blindness, we might think that
he Gospel story has no relevance for us. But it’s
precisely because we can see that it has relevance
or us. The question is: how well do we see?

he blind man in the Gospel story saw more than

he religious leaders, in the sense that he had more
aith in Jesus than they had. The Pharisees probably
had perfect eyesight: yet they had no faith in Jesus.
o see well: good eyesight alone is not enough. We
must not think that blindness is an iliness that affects
he eyes only. There are many forms of blindness
besides physical blindness: and in some ways these
re just as crippling:

Selfishness: blinds us to the needs of others

Insensitivity: blinds us to the hurt we'’re
causing to others

Snobbery: blinds us to the equal dignity of
others

Pride: blinds us to our own faults

Hurry: blinds us to the beauty of the world
around

Materialism: blinds us to spiritual values

Superficiality: blinds us to a person’s true worth

and causes us to judge by appearances

It is not with the eyes only that we see. We also
‘see’ with the mind, the heart, and the imagination. A
narrow mind, a small heart, an impoverished
imagination — all of these lead to a loss of vision,
darken our lives, and shrink our world.

It has been said that the greatest tragedy is not to
be born blind, but to have eyes, and yet fail to see.
But there is an even worse situation: to have eyes
and refuse to see. The latter was the situation of the
Pharisees.

And of course, the most important eyes of all: are
the eyes of faith. The Gospel story is essentially a
faith story — the story of a man who came to faith in
Jesus. The climax of the story is where the man
makes a profession of faith: ‘Lord, | believe’.

While the blind man opened more and more to the
light of faith, the Pharisees, though physically
sighted, became progressively more and more
spiritually blind. And their blindness was a wilful
blindness — the refusal to see!

The man'’s journey from blindness to sight
symbolises the journey from unbelief to faith, which
is a journey from darkness to light. Physical sight is
a wonderful gift which we should never take for
granted. But faith is a deeper and more wonderful
kind of seeing.

Paul says to the Ephesians, ‘Once you were in
darkness, but now you are light in the Lord’ .Without
faith we are in deep night, and do not know where
we are going.

Those who have been enlightened by Christ: can
never again see themselves and their lives in the
same light as before. Everything is lit up with an
inner radiance. Faith helps us to find our way
through the chaos, confusion and darkness of the
world.

The real voyage of discovery consists not in seeking
new landscapes: but in having new eyes that see all
that Almighty God wants us to see.

Contemplative Retreat, Quiet Days and Spiritual Direction in a rural setting.
(From July 2026, Pastoral Supervision will also be offered.)

Amber Downs is a family home with a guest wing offering hospitality for contemplative retreat and quiet days.
The guest wing has a double and a single bedroom, (both with an en suite), a private reading room and a
kitchenette for preparing breakfast or tea and coffee breaks. The large retreat garden has a labyrinth, swimming
pool and spaces for contemplation. The property adjoins a bush reserve.

“Hospitality is a gift from God to share with others”
What is a Contemplative Retreat?

A retreat is a sacred time for getting away from the busyness of life to grow your relationship with God.
Contemplative retreat at Amber Downs is an invitation to stay for a few nights and listen to God in whatever way
suits your journey. Contemplative retreats are self-directed; however resources are available for those who
would like some direction or creative activity. Guests are encouraged to bring their own breakfast and enjoy an
12 uninterrupted morning. A simple lunch and evening meal is provided, on a tray inside, a picnic outside or
kitchen table hospitality. Donations are gratefully received but not obligatory.

What is a Quiet Day?

Scheduled contemplative quiet days during Eastertide and late Spring are an opportunity to join others in
corporate solitude. Email packs or ZOOM is an option. There is no cost for quiet days at Amber Downs.

You may prefer to organise a quiet day for a group in your own community. Vicki is happy to provide resources
and can attend if asked to facilitate the group. A small fee helps to cover travel costs.

What is Spiritual Direction?

Spiritual direction or spiritual companionship is ‘soul care” and takes place when one person accompanies
another in their unique life journey, attentive to the presence and movement of the divine manifesting in
everyday life. A spiritual director explores with the person seeking spiritual direction how the divine is working
in their life. Vicki is a trained spiritual director and member of the Australian Network of Spiritual Directors
(ANSD). Spiritual direction and companionship can be face to face but also electronically via ZOOM, phone
and email. Regular spiritual direction sessions lasting an hour are offered as well as intentional spiritual
companionship in times of transition or challenge. There is no cost involved.

What is Pastoral Supervision?

Supervision for pastoral workers such as Clergy, Chaplains, Spiritual Directors and Pastoral Carers is
an important tool for employers to ensure they support pastoral workers to remain sensitive to
vulnerable people in their care. Supervision provides a safe space to discuss role, context, values and g
workplace expectations. Formal supervision for employees, who provide pastoral care to others, is
usually a requirement with sessions paid for by the employer. In July this year Vicki will be a qualified
Professional Supervisor, adopting a contemplative approach to supervise pastoral workers.

The service is chosen as a
result of discussion about matters on the hearts of
those attending, and the contemplation based on a
mantra taken from the psalm. The service usually
takes less than an hour. The books are supplied,

Mission of The Month for March is Church
Mission Society of Australia (CMS).

The CMS was founded in 1799 in England. Two of
the founding members were John Newton, an
Anglican priest who was formerly the captain of a
slave ship, (he wrote Amazing Grace); and William
Wilberforce who led the movement to abolish
slavery. Together with others Wilberforce
succeeded in stopping the slave trade in England.
They were both part of a group of Evangelicals with
a passion for spreading the Good News of the
gospel worldwide.

CMS in the UK took a particular interest in
Australia, especially the Aboriginal community. At
that time (1825) most of the action was in Sydney
where a CMS outpost was established. The first

Missionaries from the UK arrived soon after. From
Sydney they ventured further afield; the first
overseas missionaries from Australia went to Sri
Lanka (Ceylon as it then was) in 1892.

The CMS branches in Australia eventually
combined to form The Church Missionary Society of
Australia. Since then Australia has sent
Missionaries to many countries.

As stated on the CMS Australia website their
mission is:

- To reach gospel-poor peoples for Christ

- Equip Christians as leaders in the Church and the
world.

- To engage churches in cross-cultural mission.
